GUIDE TO APPLICATION PROCESS
Definition of AMRAS Surgeon Proctor: 
A proctor is an individual who holds a recognized position of responsibility or authority by society council of AMRAS, is impartial, and can act as a trustworthy overseer, to review performance, supervise and tutor prospective surgeon candidates of a particular procedure in Gynaecology relevant to society goals and aims. 
To uphold the security and fairness, proctors must be neutral third parties with no personal or professional interest in the examinee’s success or failure

1. Applicant to save application form in pdf format as above after completion and email to AMRAS Secretariat via email: secretariat@amras.org.my 

2. Attach certificates of training/qualifications where applicable

3. Attach professional CV

4. For surgeons who have completed AMRAS ASC steps 1,2 & 3 and CCT achieved, to attach said certificates

5. Once application form with complete documents are submitted, the application will be reviewed by relevant Committee Chair/Vice Chairman of AMRAS. Outcome of application will be notified by email to applicant.

6. If applicant is not successful in application, AMRAS committee Chairman/Vice chairman may provide recommendation of remedial action to be taken by applicant (if any)

7. Candidate Logbook - To get at either Head Of Department/ Person in Charge / Medical Director in charge of the centre that the candidate works/have worked in in to verify that the cases logged are certified true to his/her knowledge. (Eg: if the surgeon works in Hospitals A and B, then having logged cases from these 2 hospitals, surgeon shall get verification/certification of the cases from both hospitals). This verification can be done by written form as belows, attached together with candidate log book:

8. Referees – Candidate needs to attach/submit a referee’s report 
The referee should be a doctor / registered medical practitioner or surgeon that has worked with/ has good knowledge of the candidate’s surgical practice for the past 5 years or having directly supervised or observed the surgeon in particular procedures in the past. The referees report can be in free flow official letter format addressed to the Committee’s Chairman & Vice Chairman.

9. At least two surgical videos of recent cases, performed by candidate as first surgeon, (within past 6 months, unedited) has to be submitted and reviewed by relevant committee chair and vice chairman

10. For Non AMRAS trained doctors/surgeons who have performed more than 50 cases of procedures with good track record and peer recognition, the candidate is required to Apply for ASC Step 3 directly (having applied in writing to AMRAS, pay relevant ASC fees and in membership as per regulations) and once deem suitable, given CCT and then they can be accepted as Proctor.


11. Decision of the AMRAS Committee Chairman/Vice Chairman is final. 

12. Once the AMRAS Committee Chairman/Vice Chairman agrees that the surgeon is qualified to be recognized as proctor, a recommendation will be submitted to the AMRAS Accreditation Board (AAB) for final approval. Decision by AAB is final. Remedial action in cases of failed application may be informed to the candidate based on the discretion of the AAB.
